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WORKERS COMP LAW CHANGE

Cn May Bth, the Alabama
Legislature passed 5B 345
which requires that anyone
with employees working on a
new residential construction
project carry workers com-
pensation. Signed by the
Governor, Act #2008-395
takes effect August 2008,
Below is a bulleted explana-
tion of what the bill means,

¢ Retwrns the law the way
it was in 1991

®  Eliminates the affidavits
of exemption issued by
the department of Indus-
trial relations.

®  States that builders or
subcontractors that have

employees working on a
MEW residential con-
struction project must
have workers comp
coverage.

&  Owners and partners in
the business may exempt
themselves from cover-
age, but not their em-
ployees.

®  Members of the Self
Insurers Fund are not
affected by the change
since the Fund stopped
accepting the affidavits of
exemption last year and
participants are respon-
sible for uninsured subs.
